9. God’s only Son was tortured to death. Isa53.  “He was bruised for our iniquities.”
God knows what it’s like to lose a child. Heb 4.5 We have a high priest /Jesus/ who can be touched with our pain.

10. We may have the opportunity to help donate: eyes, hearts, kidneys, liver, blood, empathy, time
others through the death of a child IT Cor 1.4 “[He] comforts us. . .so we can comfort [others].”

11.  Is God trying to build strength, thankfulness, empathy, or kindness into my life?

12.  Some get extra grace because II Cor 12.7,9 “My grace is sufficient for thee.”

13.  Some suffer because someone else was Genesis 4.8 “Cain rose up against Abel, his brother, and slew him.”
just stupid, drunk, immoral, hateful, Joshua 9.1,5 Achan stole = 36 die
or careless

14.  Helps us to examine ourselves Psalm 119.71 Job 5.17 “happy is the man. . ..”

15.  Paul was in jail so many Phil 1.12  This happened “unto the furtherance of the Gospel.”
could trust Jesus as Savior, Phil 2.30 “for the work of the Lord /Epaphroditus] was nigh unto death.”
even though some Christians were glad.

16. Prevents some kids from I Kings 14.13 One of Jeroboam’s small children was spared growing up

growing up in godless homes,
or prevents them from getting
into a life of crime.
