and finally but especially - my desire to look intellectual.
Peer pressure.
My wicked mother was a greater stumbling block than lots of wicked fathers.
I lacked a loving home.

Sitcoms solidified my bias.
I already understand the cost of discipleship. It’s too big a price. I’d rather be comfortable in my mediocrity.
I need to weigh this decision for a bit. I procrastinate on all things uncomfortable.

It’s too simple.

I’ve made a commitment to an alternative “religion” even if it’s wrong. My mind is made up, don’t confuse me
with the facts.

I’m consumed by: leisure, my kids’ college tuition,
personal health, plus planning for retirement.
Christianity is not “testable.”
Life should be based on empirical evidence, not on feeling, especially religious, moral, or nebulous feelings.
Christians have the same needs as pagans [as well as the same record of failure].

6 More TIPS
